· The country’s GDP, currency, primary export, and primary import.

· Please be sure to use pictures on the poster board that are representative of the sightseeing ventures or are symbols that are associated with the country. We will be taking a day to utilize the library and its resources. If you anticipate needing to print anything in the library please bring money to do so!!
