Grade Determination:
· Each student will be graded based upon an accumulation of daily grades (participation, class work, etc.), quiz grades, exam grades, presentations, and papers.

· Students will turn in assignments and homework the day they are due. If an assignment is turned in one day late you may receive 75% of the grade total. If turned in up to one week late, you may receive 50% of the grade total. After one week, late work will not be accepted. (Extenuating circumstances will be taken into account).

· Make up work is the responsibility of the student. Notes can be obtained from classmates and copied before class, after class, or during lunch.

· Grades are based on a point system. Each assignment or test has a point value. You want to get as many points as possible to get a good grade. Tests and large projects constitute as a larger part of the grade.  Missed tests due to absences are to be made up within a week. Corrected tests will be returned in a timely manner. 
Standards for Conduct and Consequences:
· RESPECT!!  Above all, respect for classmates, guests, and subject matter will be mandatory. 

· Do Not disrupt the learning environment. This includes, but is not limited to, the following: throwing objects, outbursts, swearing, bad attitudes, walking around, talking to other people in the class when it is not allowed and not following requests made by the teacher. Disruptive behavior will not be tolerated. You will be asked to stop; next you will be asked to leave the classroom to a location to be determined by the teacher. Failure to go to that location will result in a write up for insubordination. Actions taken for disruptive behavior are: If your behavior problem continues, a parent or guardian will be called which will follow with a conference by phone or in person. 
· Come to class prepared with the tools to do the job, i.e. pen, paper, notebook, textbook, open mind, and willingness to learn.
· Stay in your seat until you are dismissed.  Do not line up at the door or leave early.
